Requirements to report theses. Page format – A4; number is 2 full pages; font - Times New Roman; type size 12; interval – 1,0; margins are 2,0 sm; paragraph – 1,25 mm; UDC – to the left, in capital letters, in bold type, type size 8; TITLE OF  THESES are – in capital letters, in bold, in the centre; author's information – to the right, in italics (First and Last Names, academic degree and title, position, higher education institution; for students, postgraduates and applicants: title of the group, course, specialty title, scientific advisor). Graphics, tables and pictures are: format *.docx, size is no more than 110x150mm. The file should be called by the author's last name and conference section number (for example, Ivanov I. I._1) and saved in the format *.docx Microsoft Word, no less than 10 version. 


In the application form there are: First and Last Name of the author, place of work and position, academic degree and titli, conference section, private authors' email, authors' telephone numbers, form of participation: in person or in distance, if it planned to make a report, if you need assistance in accommodation in Yalta. 


To be included in the conference program send the electronic version of your report theses to the Organization Committee till March, 15th 2019. In case if there are significant faults in redactions the Organization Committee has the right to edit the author's text or to refuse to publish it.  


The Organization Committee will send the collection of materials: one collection to one report thesis. It is possible to order an additional collection of materials by paying it. If you are eager to take one more additional collection you should point it in your application form.
